Question 1 - 3 — Alison Rennie

According to the current Flood Risk Management Plan the estimated annual average
cost of flooding in Oban is £1.8m (2019 figure), affecting approx 320 residential and
310 non-residential properties. Today's report on flooding is a welcome step forward
but raises a number of questions.

As noted in the June 2024 ED&I report a comprehensive study was undertaken on
the Council's behalf in 2019. That report highlighted the need to take urgent action
